The Private Woodland Planner (PWP) is “new and 
improved.” Originally developed in 2000, the 

PWP is a computer-based program that helps small 
landowners analyse timber and non-timber forest 
products (NTFPs) on their property. PWP now in-
cludes costs, values, and some additional function-
ality. Using the planner, landowners can estimate:

• current and future timber growth and yield,

• costs and returns for harvesting timber,

• costs and returns for harvesting NTFPs, and

• expected returns from alternate silviculture 
investments.

Users of the PWP should have some familiarity with 
forestry terms and information about the major 
tree species and important non-timber forest prod-
ucts on their land. Designed to be user-friendly, the 
PWP provides default values to fill any information 
gaps; however, users are encouraged to contact 
foresters if they have any questions.

Developed by Enfor Consultants, the original PWP 
was sponsored by the Small Woodlands Program 
with Forest Renewal BC funding. FORREX spon-
sored the 2007 update with financial support 
provided by the BC Ministry of Forests and Range 
through the Forest Investment Account–Forest 
Science Program.
